1.In LOF, what happened to, “That little ‘un that had a mark on his face?”

2.In LOF, the fire represents technology in that it can be used for good, but if  it gets out of control, it can be destructive. The fire also symbolizes rescue and a tie back to civilization. Earlier in this season of episodes, fire was an important part of helping these competitors live better. What happens in this scene of Survivor that shows the fire as a destructive force?

Note:  There are 8 competitors remaining.  This episode will recap the first 24 days of Survivor Seasons 2.  

1. Rodger just learned how to swim right before he got to Australia.  What character in LOF doesn’t know how to swim either?  What does that say about his strengths and his weaknesses?

2. Rodger’s tribe values him for his ability to boost their morale, not for his physical strength.  Is there any character in LOF that boosts the boys’ morale?  Which character from LOF reminds you of Rodger?

3. The competitors are experiencing trust issues when they think Kel is sneaking beef jerky.  What kind of struggles with trust do Ralph, Jack, Piggy, Simon and the other boys have to endure?

Note:  Kel questions whether his tribe doesn’t like him because he doesn’t talk very much.  In LOF, Simon is the main character who talks the least, yet says the most.

4. The competitors talk about how they have to betray friendships in order to survive (be the last survivor and win the money).  What acts of betrayal have you seen in LOF so far?  What were the motives behind these acts?  

Note:  Mike from the Kucha tribe kills a pig, just like Jack killed a pig for the boys in LOF.  How did the boys react to the killing in LOF?  How did the competitors from Survivor react to the killing?

5. When the women meet up for dinner, they fantasize and talk about all the food they wish they had (flavored tootsie rolls, etc).  How does this connect with Ralph’s stance on keeping the fire going as opposed to forming a tribe and playing games all day?  What are the advantages and disadvantages of focusing on reality?

6. Elisabeth from Survivor decided that new alliances needed to be made and it was time to take down the weak links in the other tribe.  Who are the weak links in LOF?  Who takes shots at them to better their own self?

Note:  The competitors comment that new ties with the new tribe are now more important than their old ties.  When Jack breaks away from Ralph as the leader and forms his own tribe, which ties do the boys hold more valuable?  Why do you think that is?
