Work of Literature______________________________
A lot of times on assessments you are asked to regurgitate information that the teacher told you was important.  For this assignment, I want you to use a work of literature and think about an insightful personal connection that you made with that selection. It can be a theme, an issue, an event, something symbolic. It can come from the book as a whole or just a small part or scene. Once you select the part of the book you made a connection with, bring in something that represents your feelings or thoughts from that selection. You can also bring in something that simply causes you to dig deeper and/or clarifies the selection with more depth and detail. You can be something like a picture, an article, music, lyrics, a video, a news or movie or tv show clip, a work of art, another book, a magazine article, or an object to name a few. MML responses can even be in the form of a dance. You can use technology as long as our classroom has the capability to display your product. You don’t have to make or create anything, but you can. I have had students create artistic pieces, music montages, and videos. This isn’t a poster presentation unless you want it to be. On the presentation date, you will explain the text, explain what you brought in, and you will insightfully explain your connection between the text and the object.
Note: If you want to create something like a painting or anything else that you come up 

with, then you may get an extension on this project. The extension must be pre-approved within 48 hours of this being assigned. 

Note: Anything that you bring in must be appropriate for the classroom setting (ex. No explicit lyrics, or graphic images). It should be appropriate in language and tone. If you think there may be an issue, you will want to get specific approval from Mr. Ferg.
Content (50%):
______ I have explained why I selected the part of the text and why that text is meaningful to me 

              with depth and detail.

______
I have an audio aid / visual aid / object that shows thought and creativity. 

______
I have explained and extended the connection with depth, detail, and insight. 

______ The connection is interesting and thoughtful and it isn’t superficial, common, or obvious.
______ I provided proper closure rather than dropping the audience.

Delivery (40%):
______ My interest seems genuine and my enthusiasm reflects this.

______ My overall presentation reflects depth, thought and preparation rather than appearing 
            unprepared and superficial. The delivery flowed well.

______ I had a good volume and pace.

______ I maintained strong eye contact with the audience throughout my presentation. 
Writing (10%): With the object that you bring to class, you must write a 1 page typed writing with an MLA header where you explain your multi-modal presentation and the connection you made with your object / topic. Explain what issue / theme / scene / symbolism you found in the novel that resonated within you and then explain how the connection you made works with the object that you will make in class. Use “Strong Answer Format” and start off with a claim. This paper should follow all spelling and grammatical conventions.
