Directions:  Answer the following questions as you watch the video. Students who take English for an even # period should answer the even numbered questions.  Students who take English for an odd # period should answer the odd numbered questions.  Please forgive the spelling of some of the names.

Note:  This is a really cool video. Notice the special effects as well as the realistic clothing and architecture presented here.

1. Notice that Schahriar dreams about a wife who he kills because she wanted to kill him.  How might this be foreshadowing?

2.Why does Schahriar plan to marry?

3.What does he plan for his new wife?

4.At the bazaar, the storyteller is finishing a story.  What is the story he is finishing?

5.Omit:  To what Epic does the doctor refer?  Gilgamesh
6.How does Scheherazade (the girl) know Schahriar?

7.What type of rope is the executioner to use? 

8.What task does Scheherazade’s father have?

9.What does Scheherazade propose to her father?  Why?

Notice the dream flashback.  This begins to explain why Schahriar killed his previous wife.

10.What does Schahriar’s brother say as they finish hugging?

Notice the flower symbolism evident when Schahriar is touching Scheherazade’s neck.

Alibaba – younger brother

Kaseem – lazy, older brother

Zephyr – Camel

11. What must happen with the audience in the first moments of a story?  Why?

12. What is the black cota?

13.Where do they return the stash?

23. Since she’s starting the story again, what does the storyteller tell her that she must do again?

24. What do we learn about Alibaba’s housekeeper while she speaks to the camel?

25. Where are Black Coda’s men hiding when they near Alibaba’s house?

26. What are the people told is on the wagon?

27. What do they need in the house?

28. How do they realize that there isn’t oil in there?

29. What do they do to the jars?

Notice how Black Cota escapes as well as the camera shot and shadow.

30. What does Mogianna do to the comedian?  Why?

31. What happens to Mogianna and Alibaba?

32.  What is the Sultan’s jester’s name?

Note:  “At her wedding, everyone kissed the groom.”

33. What happens to the Sultan’s jester while laughing?

34. To save their reputation, what do the people do with this person?

35. What does the physician think has caused this problem he now has?

36. What does the physician do to save his reputation?

37. What happens to this person when he arrives unannounced?

38. What does this person do to save his reputation?

39. What does the person on the street do? Why?

Note:  “Judge Zhadik was totally incompetent, but being a judge, no one noticed.”

Note:  “A fellow of infinite jest.”

Note:  “Who killed my funny man?”

40. What does the Sultan say about this entire situation?

41. What is the moral of this story?

42. Why does Scheherazade say that she loves Schahriar?  What is the executioner’s opinion of this relationship?

Notice that Aladdin and his friend are angry that a race they bet on was fixed and say honesty doesn’t pay.  They then work together to pick-pocket a person.

43. Who does Aladdin see while being chased up the wall?

44. Who appears on the roof with Aladdin?

Notice:  He measures Aladdin’s finger for a ring.

45. What does the man give Aladdin as they part?

46.  What does Aladdin’s mom try to do?

Note:  The man says that he picked Aladdin to do this because the rules of magic prevent him from doing it. He also says he does not know Aladdin’s dad as he previously claims.

47. What swear does the man make to Aladdin if Aladdin messes him up?

48.  What does Aladdin take?

49. About what do the men argue?

Notice the humor. “You cheap scum!”  Aladdin replies, “I resent being called cheap!”

50. What appears to help Aladdin?

Notice how this being proves that he is real.  He shows his stamp of authenticity.

51. What appears at Aladdin’s house?

Rogue = an unprincipled person; scoundrel.

52. Are the Jinnee of the Lamp and the Jinnee of the Ring related?  Explain.

Note:  The executioner visits Schahriar’s brother.  The executioner thinks that Schahriar is too soft and he won’t have work to do. The executioner encourages Schahriar’s brother to come an overthrow Schahriar.

Notice how the Jinee stops the rain by getting a tool and making it look like he’s shutting off a valve in the clouds.
