For this assignment you are to write a sensory detailed poem about a place where you go “to get away from it all.” Think about a place you go that represents fun, relaxation, and a place to clear your mind that is away from life’s worries and problems. This can be a place far away that you have physically visited (but often mentally revisit), or it can be a place that you can easily go (your backyard).  There are a wide variety of ways to meet the requirements for this assignment, but no matter the topic, you need to use precise words to convey the appropriate images, feelings, and tone for your topic and you need to “put the reader there” with your word choice. As you write, close your eyes and picture what you have described to see that if each detail that you select conveys the appropriate image. Today we will have some time in class for you to brainstorm on your topic and words that fill your mind when thinking about that topic. You do not have to write about the topic on which you wrote your free writing, but you may. On the presentation day you should incorporate a visual aid that you create that has a copy of your poem and a visual representation of your topic. Please do not use glitter on the visual aid.

A – Bring the teacher this rubric stapled between a final copy of your poem that is 
neatly written or typed, and a copy of the free writing that you did in class (even if it is on a different topic) .

B- Describe the topic you selected and why you selected that as your topic.

C- Read the poem while incorporating any audio / visual aids. 

Note:  The poem should be written on the front of your poster for visual 
purposes and on the back of your poster for you to use as you are 
presenting.

D- Explain your poster. 

E- Bring the poster to the teacher when finished.

_____  I have a neat poster and illustration that is visually appealing (At least 20’’x 20’’).
_____  My visual aid reflects a significant amount of detail and personalization.

_____  I have effective sensory details throughout that “put the reader there.”

_____  I have precise word choice.

_____ My content reflects a significant amount of detail, time, and thought.
Note: Don’t focus your preparation on the amount of lines because you should be more concerned with word choice and depth and adding sensory details. If you focus on those areas, the amount of content will fall into place. Remember, this is not a haiku and it is not an epic poem.
