_____ - The word choice is persuasive and consistently emphasizes why this is the “best place 

                for you to visit” You’ll want to say this throughout the speech without getting               

                annoying.

_____ - Sincerity: The audience can tell that I sincerely care about the topic

           through my energy, and enthusiasm. My energy helps persuade for my cause.
_____ - Clarity: The volume and pace are appropriate.
_____ - The delivery was fun and captured the “culture” or “feel” of the place through your 
delivery and creativity (Dress? Music? Foods? Something fun and creative.)
_____ - The slides are large, neat, and appealing 

(No more than 6 lines to a slide and approximately 6 words per line.) 

_____ - The videos establish why this person is culturally significant (thought iconic scenes /roles 

and though possible footage of them doing good deeds). Each video clip should be introduced well prior to play.
