Lord of the Flies comparison with Survivor
Survivor – Season 2 – Disc 2 – Episode 5 – “The Gloves Come Off”

Note:  The title of this episode.  What does this expression mean?  When did the “gloves come off” in LOF?
1. There has been a fire in the Outback and the tribes have taken over by smoke and suffering because of it.  In what condition do the boys leave the island in LOF?  Is it similar to the “survivors” situation?

2. When a competitor was hit with a piece of hot coal during the night, the tribe decides to move their fire.  When did the boys in LOF move their fire?  What was their reason?

Note:  When the Kucha tribe is preparing to kill the chickens to eat, Jeff says “I feel the need to shed some blood.”  What character does this remind you of in LOF?  Why does the character in LOF “feel the need to shed some blood”?

3. In the Ogakor tribe tensions run high between Keith and Jerri.  Keith is becoming annoyed at being told what to do by Jerri.  When and with what characters do we see this in LOF?  How is it resolved?

4. In the Kucha tribe Alicia and Kimmi have a blow-out.  Kimmi claims Alicia is condescending.  Alicia claims Kimmi doesn’t make any sense.  Colby says Alicia has no patience.  Elisabeth says Alicia always has to be in control and talks trash.  What aspects of human nature have encouraged these acts of gossip, betrayal, and anger?

Note:  Mike comments that Kimmi is so dirty she has dirt lines instead of tan lines.  How are the boys described in LOF?  Their hair?  Their skin?  Their clothes? Their cleanliness?

5. Who takes over the stretcher challenge?  Who gets frustrated with this need for control?

6. The Kucha tribe wins the immunity challenge.  Ogakor is upset, jealous, and distraught.  Amber cries “I’m sick of losing.”  At what point does Ralph become jealous of Jack and his tribe?  Why?

Note:  After winning the immunity challenge, Jeff from the Kucha tribe says “Some people are talking about how guilty they feel about winning, but I say screw it!  I mean chop their heads off!  Chop their legs off!  This is a game!”  What does this remind you of about the shift in personality and civilization in LOF?  What character starts this shift?

7. The Kucha tribe won the reward challenge with the stretchers - with that they won shampoo and soap.  The tribe all shower in the river, happy to be clean again.  It reminds them of being home and back in civilization.  When Ralph, Piggy, Sam, and Eric decide to go talk to Jack’s tribe, what do they try to do with their appearance?  What is the significance of this?  What does it represent?
Note:  Before the tribal council everyone tries to make secret alliances.  Roger & Elisabeth and Jeff & Alicia decide to form alliances.  What alliances are made in LOF?

8. The host commented during tribal council that Mike was considered the leader of the tribe for a while.  Mike noted that food was the most important for a bit of time and he was the one bringing in food.  What does this say about Jack’s role in the LOF community?  How does he establish his importance and leadership?
Note:  When Kimmi is voted off while it is raining, the host says “The tribe and mother nature have spoken.”  How have the boys controlled their destiny on the island?  How has mother nature or the island itself influenced their fate?
