Lord of the Flies

Names and naming are important in Lord of the Flies, even in the title itself.  In fact, Lord of the Flies is a literal translation of the biblical name Beelzebub, a powerful demon in hell sometimes thought to be the devil himself.  Many of the story’s characters have names that allude to other works of literature, give insight into their character, or foreshadow key events.  IN this activity we will discover the significance of names and naming by researching our own names and presenting our findings to the class.

Do you get mad when someone misspells your name? Names and naming are important in life because they give us an identity. Ask a family member about how/why you were named what you are named. Ask friends what they think of when they hear your name. Do you go by your first name or middle name? Do people call you by your last name or a nickname more than they call you by your first name? In the past, many surnames indicated titles, roles, or clans. What is significant or interesting about your name?
